5th & 6th 6'6" Regulation [Serving line may move into the court 10 feet and must be won by 2 points
Rally scoring. First 2 games are played to 25
7th - 10th 7'41/8"| Regulation [Net serve is permitted and 3rd is played to 15
Timeouts: 2 per team
Clock: Home team supplies a clock keeper
Uniforms: Not provided, numbers are required
Bench: Only team players and 2 coaches are permitted on the bench
Line Judge: Each team provides a line judge
